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FROM THE DESK … AND HEART … OF SVAS MEMBER RUSS GAGNON

Who was Sadie and what was her impact on a simple family?
Sadie was one of the 17 dogs rescued from a farmstead near McGregor, ND.  When rescued, the dogs were tied outside with heavy chains, no shelter, and filthy water.  In fact, when Sadie was rescued for the second time in her life (the first time was in Arizona), there were bones from small animals throughout the area—a possible food source.  

The SVHS was called and Sadie's new life started.  Russ and Pat Gagnon went to the shelter after seeing her in the paper and found a wonderful Rottie with a lot of potential.   Here is their story: We had a male Rottweiler who was 11 years old and sick.  Knowing the inevitable was only a short time away, we wanted to fill the void.   

We met with Sadie several times and then introduced her to Butch.   He was an only dog all his life so we needed to be sure he would accept her—she was accepted right away.  After house training and Butch explaining the rules, they became very close friends.  Something they both needed at this difficult time in their lives.

Sadie would help us with Butch’s passing and when Russ’ mother passed unexpectedly. Sadie helped us keep focused and from falling into the sorrow of the moment.  Without a doubt, Sadie's life was difficult, but she now had the life she deserved.  The right dog at the right time—you bet.

It was evident that Sadie had been abused.  We couldn't even lift our arms over our heads or handle a broom without her expecting to be hit.   She wouldn't eat, was sick and incapacitated every third day.  After numerous tests, including sending samples to Minneapolis, Sadie was put on medications that helped her live a relatively normal life.  After training with Action Agility, Sadie had the self-confidence to jump obstacles, walk the balance beam, climb the "A" frame, and go through tunnels.  Unfortunately, she was diagnosed with a recurring shoulder injury that halted the physical training.  Sadie was a quick learner—she would heel, sit, stay, down, backup, and lie over (for nail trimming) by verbal or hand commands.  She was a housedog that loved to go camping all summer and meeting new friends everywhere she went. Sadie was a well-mannered, gentle, and loving 86-pound Rottweiler.  Without a doubt, Sadie's trip from Arizona to North Dakota was difficult, but she now had a family that would take care of her and one she could take of—for the rest of her life. 

After Butch passed, we adopted a Miniature Schnauzer named Cindy.  We changed her name to Indi and she now has a loving home where she is as well mannered as Sadie.  After almost five years taking care of us, and being named “Queen,”  “Best Trick,”  and “Best in Show” in 2004 at the Jasper’s Walk by the SVHS, Sadie lost her battle of age and the previous abuse.  She was a wonderful companion, loving every minute of her new life.  She was the dog that many people look for—but never find.  She has left a significant impact on her family.  

Indi has big paws to fill but we are sure she will.  Her heart is bigger than her diminutive size.  As life goes on, we reflect on the animals that affect us so significantly. Sadie is one who has.  We miss her love, loyalty, and pure love of life.  Where is she now?  We hope with her friend Butch.

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WHAT’S IN A NAME??

As you’ll soon see, the Souris Valley Humane Society will now be called the Souris Valley Animal Shelter. This name was chosen by the membership in attendance at the Annual Meeting on September 23, 2008. Nothing we do will change but the Board of Directors felt a name change was necessary to differentiate ourselves from a humane society.


Our service is more accurately identified as an “animal shelter”.  An animal shelter is by definition from Wikipedia encyclopedia as a facility that houses homeless, lost or abandoned animals, primarily a large variety of dogs and cats.  The animal is kept at the shelter until it is either reclaimed by an owner, adopted to a new owner or placed with another organization. Please notice our mission statement on page 2 of this newsletter.


 The Humane Society of the United States mission is “Celebrating Animals & Confronting Cruelty”.  They investigate cruelty to animals such as dog fighting, cockfighting, abusive puppy mills and unsporting hunting practices, such as “canned hunts’.  While we do not advocate any of these practices, we do not have the authority or the personnel to intervene in such circumstances.


 	 We ask that you bear with us as we make this transition. Many things will need to change such as our signs, shelter letterhead and the way we answer the phone … something we’re working on diligently!

        TO CHIP OR NOT TO CHIP … LET US ANSWER THAT QUESTION


We receive many phone calls from distraught pet owners who have lost their pet thinking we have the capability of tracking the pet using the micro-chip as the source. This is not one of the features of a micro-chip; the confusion seems to lie in the difference between a micro-chip and a GPS tracking device. A micro-chip does not track or allow a pet owner locate a lost pet. There are GPS collars available but cost more than $100. In contrast, a micro-chip costs $25 for one pet and $20 for two or more. 


The procedure is quite simple. All animals adopted from the Souris Valley Animal Shelter are micro-chipped prior to leaving the facility. A microchip is about the size of a grain of rice and is injected with a needle under the skin between the shoulder blades. It can be done at any time and takes less than 10 minutes, including the time it takes to fill out the required paperwork. The chip shouldn’t move from the injection site but there have been rare reports of micro-chips migrating out of position, making them difficult to locate. However this is extremely rare and scanners are very good at picking up the microchip signal when moved slowly across the animal’s back.


There are several reasons why your pet should be micro-chipped. The main reason, the chances of reuniting with your loved one are quite slim if there’s not a way to link you with the lost pet. While collar tags are effective, if your pet becomes lost, they are easily removed, can fall off and are no deterrent for a thief. 


Here’s how the micro-chip works. The chip contains a long number that is unique to each animal. When scanned by a handheld scanner (at veterinary clinics, many police stations/sheriff departments or animal shelters) the number comes up on the screen. This number can then be entered into a national database, which stores the name of the owner, the owner’s address, telephone numbers and email address. Even a change of address is a simple procedure. Simply contact the micro-chip company and provide them with your updated information. 


Once again, we want people to understand micro-chips are not tracking devices. They are however, a vital means of locating your pet if they become lost or stolen. If you have any questions concerning micro-chipping, please contact the shelter at 852-6133.
